Re: Could women vote anywhere before the 19th Amendment?

The Legislative Assembly in the Utah Territory passed a law to give women the vote in February 12, 1870 (a
few months after Wyoming Territory had done the same). There was a municipal election in Salt Lake City
February 14, 1870 and several women took advantage of the new law. Woman suffrage was removed from

Utah Territory as part of Anti-Polygamy laws in 1887, and then restored in the State Constitution, which was
ratified by the people of the new State of Utah in 1896.
