(1) articles on a certain subject, regardless of the 

sources,

(2) articles already identified, or

(3) the entire contents of specific journals (usually

recent issues).

Libraries need to support all these approaches by 

providing easy access to journal

contents. In doing so, libraries must intelligently choose 

their e-journal access

approaches, depending on the user needs and the 

available resources of staff and time
